The upper right
corner of the board must contain the project name;

— A DOC file containing the project statement (Maximum 800 characters
— Chinese, or 400 words — English);

Board A1-size file and Doc file should be named with the following
format: Project name_Project Location (eg. Project name_Macau New
Neighbourhood.jpg/ Project name_Macau New Neighbourhood.docx);

The project content can include: Concept design, Plans, Sections,
Axonometric visualisation, perspectives, photomontages, sketches,
renderings, and photos of physical models.
